Julie Chowning was our guest speaker from the Ray County Collector Office.  The assessed value of Ray County is $304,000,000.  This is the first year for us to top $3,000,000.  $926,000 is still owed in back taxes.  That sounds like a lot, but is less than in years past.  There is more detail on the tax form than there used to be.  A few years ago they set it up for patrons to pay taxes online.  Many people take advantage of this.  It is also possible to stretch your taxes out and pay them quarterly instead of all at once.  That is easier for people owing a lot of money.  The information has now been uploaded to the Department of Revenue, so if you need to renew a license or plates, they can pull up on their screen that you have paid your property taxes.                          During July and August of every year delinquent slips are sent out for people still owing taxes.  The 4th weekend in August, properties are sold that do not have taxes paid on them.  121 properties were sold last year.  When you buy a property, city and county taxes need to be paid.
